Championship Report

We wish to thank our Co-sponsors Reebok India Company & Pepsi for sponsoring the tournament and all the
participating teams, for their cooperation and unparalleled support to make this tournament a run away success for the
4™ time in a row. Next year we plan to make it real big as World Cup of football is also scheduled in 2006.

After tough round of league matches top two teams from each pool (16 teams) qualified for Gold plate whereas teams
ranked 3™ & 4" in their respective pool played for silver plate. The teams were then ranked from 1 to 16 for respective
plates on the basis of points, goal difference & goal scored after the completion of league matches.

In the 48 league matches played, National Housing Bank conceded 2 walkovers and 4 matches resulted in a draw.

An interesting situation emerged while teams were being ranked. In Pool-G, both American Express Global Services and
Polyplex teams had earned 4 points each, their goal difference was also same (-3), the number of goals scored was also
same (3 goals) and the match between them had resulted in a draw with both the teams scoring 1 goal each. As such
according to rules and regulations, the toss would have decided which team will play for Gold plate and which team will
play for silver plate. The team winning the toss will be placed at 15th rank for Gold Plate whereas the losing team will top
the ranking for Silver plate.

American Express Global Services, last year runners-up, took courageous decision, they willingly opted to play for the
gold plate taking on the challenge from the strong Eurasia team who won their all the matches comfortably and were hot
favorites to win the title. Whereas Polyplex opted to play for silver plate, as such toss did not decide their fate.

The chart given below indicates the path towards championship for both the plates. This path was in no way an easy
achievement. Except for few all the knockout games were very close encounters. The final for Gold Plate was best match
of the tournament.

Gecis took an early lead as Esmond lama scored but Eurasia came back strongly to score 2 goals very soon through
Olzhas and Erlan. At half time Eurasia were leading by 2 goals to 1 but immediately after the half time Subhro Gupta
scored to level the scores. Gecis happiness was very short lived as Eurasia within a minute scored again to take the lead.
Gecis was building pressure by regular attacks but Eurasia kept their lead intact for 10 minutes. 3 minutes were left when
Subhro got a pass from Piyush with only goalkeeper to defeat and he made no mistake to score his individual 2m goal and
brought the scores level. Everybody thought that tiebreak would decide the fate of this match. In the last minute, Eurasia
went for the kill with all their 4 players on the attack. Subhro luckily got the ball when a player of Eurasia slipped and once
again he had to defeat the goalkeeper only to take the lead for his team and score a hat trick. He did not make any
mistake and scored the goal with just 30 seconds left for the final whistle. Everybody present on the venue was thrilled to
watch the final.

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In this tournament a total of 382 goals were scored in 76 matches at an average of 5+ goals in every match. Out of
these 382 goals, leaving the 16 goals that were scored in the draw matches during the league stage, 306 goals were
scored by winning teams while losing teams scored just 60 goals. The winning margin was over 3 goals in every match.
The highest number of goals was scored Gecis-A — 38 goals (8 matches) and they were closely followed by Eurasia (35
goals) in 8 matches.
